WICHITA, Kan. (KAKE) - Gary Winget moved to Wichita in 1970. He says if there's one thing we're known for, it's road construction.

"Those 50-some years I've lived here, Kellogg has pretty much always been under construction," said Winget.

After a rare stretch with zero Kellogg construction, those orange cones will be going back up.

The Kansas Department of Transportation held its rst public meeting Thursday in preparation for the new east Kellogg to Andover project. It starts
with an environmental assessment.

"We'd be looking at things like how does it affect, how does this project affect waterways, how does it affect the property owners," said KDOT
Engineering Director Calvin Reed.

Those concerns are exactly why homeowner Doug Johnson was at the meeting.
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"I'm concerned about my backyard, frankly," said Johnson.

His house is right here behind a lake at Kellogg and 143rd. In order to expand the highway, KDOT would likely have to cut into the lake and trees in
the neighborhood – something he hopes to avoid.

"I just hope that the powers that be take into consideration these concerns, and from what I've heard today from some of these folks from KDOT, I
think they all they're open to that," said Johnson.

The actual construction will start in 2023. Once complete, Kellogg's big 4-lane divided highway with Frontage roads on both sides will extend all the
way to Onewood Drive in Butler County, west of Andover.

The project is estimated to cost around $200 million. But the big question is, when will it be done?

"My hope is to be able to have this project constructed and people driving on it by 2026," said Reed.

It's a timeframe Winget says he's not surprised by.

"That's a ridiculously long time. So that's probably right. We're ridiculously slow at doing these projects. I don't know why, but we are," said Winget.

KDOT says the next public meeting will be later this fall. It plans on giving an update and taking more comments from the public.

2) Make 54/400 go below (depressed highway) to attenuate the noise. It's bad enough now. If you 

raise it it will make the highway noise unbearable and unfair to the people that have lived here for 

more than 20 years!

3) I assume Stagecoach will connect directly with the frontage road. Will there be a turnaround at 

159th so as not to have to wait on any signal lights?

noise levels for adjacent properties. If a barrier is determined to be reasonable and feasible, the property 

owners that would benefit from the construction of the noise barriers would be provided the opportunity to 

provide their input on whether they are constructed or not.

Thank you for submitting your comments online about the East Kellogg project. Your feedback is important. We have 
shared your comment about the U‐turn at 143rd St. with the design team for consideration as the project team prepares 
for final design. Final design will start following the conclusion of the environmental assessment in early 2023. In addition, 
the final plans will include all necessary and appropriate signage per federal, state and local guidelines.



Is there anything along the corridor that you would like KDOT to take into consideration as we move 
forward with the design and construction phases?
Remove the proposed “Backage” road at 159th & Kellogg (North side of Kellogg) through the north side 
of the mostly empty Marietta Farms lot.  It needs to change to a frontage road parallel and close to 
Kellogg, not adjacent to Green Valley 5th/6th edition houses. Nowhere else along the entire Kellogg 
expansion does this Backage road feature occur, and it doesn’t support you goal to provide “Route 
Continuity” and “Safety” to the project (Goals stated in your meeting handout).

Creating this Backage road (term used by KDOT employee at the meeting) impinges on our 20+ year old 
neighborhood.  It will directly impact 12‐15 houses along the proposed route, and indirectly impact 
many others with traffic and noise.  The latest proposal shows the road and sidewalk are less than 60 
feet away from our property lines which is TOO CLOSE.

The Marietta Farms lot is mostly unimproved and should not take precedence over an established 
neighborhood where people live 24/7.   Marietta Farms is only doing business for a week around July 
4th and 1 month before Halloween.   They will lose less useable land if the frontage road is along 
Kellogg and not at the back of the property. 

Adding this road in our back yards will cause multiple negative impacts on Property values, child safety, 
traffic noise and light pollution (street lights and/or car lights at night).   This road will also add 
unnecessary cost to the project due to additional road length (more material) and the need for fences 
or walls to separate the neighborhood houses.  There is also a high probability that you will need to 
install another stoplight on 159th near Willowbrook St (north of Kellogg) because of increased traffic.

This road will also see increasing traffic in the coming years, especially due to the proposed Apartments 
near Onewood Drive.  This will add hundreds of cars per day on top of the existing Andover traffic 
causing additional noise, trash etc. in close proximity to our houses.

Thank you for submitting your comments online about the East Kellogg project. Your feedback is important. The backage 
road system was developed from a study that was completed by the City of Andover and we are looking at this area again 
based on comments received. Any modifications to the design will be shown at the public hearing this Fall.
